On the evening of June 1st, some from 2 of our chapters (the 
Destiny Riders and ours, the Good News Riders) met at Mickey 
D‘s to ride together to the American Lake Veterans Hospital to 
deliver goodies and ice cream bars.   As I sat in our sidecar I 
watched the bikes drive in, envisioning what non-bikers thought 
as they drove into the parking lot at MacDonald‘s.  We are a 

motley group, almost scary.   I imagined a mom talking to her 
husband (sitting in their new 2009 SUV thinking about getting 
out to let the kids buy their Happy Meals), ―Look at this huge 
gang of bikers, we can‘t eat here, I told you this wasn‘t a good 
idea!‖  That scenario brings a smile to my face because it wasn‘t 

too long ago that I had thought that very thought.   

 

Then out of nowhere comes a lone biker, bringing my thoughts 
back to reality.  He rode in on a shaded silver bike, dressed in 

black.  When he got off his ride the biker looked like one of 
those lone outlaws from the old west, and I half expected him to 
reach into his long side coat and bring out a six-gun from his 
holster blazing fire!  But  this biker, dismounted his bike, shook 
off the rain, removed his helmet and greeted us with one of the 
biggest smiles I have seen.  His name was JAKE!!  No bad dudes

Around 25-30 bikes drove in, single file, down a long road, circled the hospital's roundabout and 

parked.  Many of the vets came out to see the bikes and greet us.  These were not your typical 
vets, these vets had wounds that were not always visible-- more associated with alcohol, drugs, 
and post-traumatic stress disorder--so to speak the fringe of our society.  A young man who 
looked like he was in his 20's came up to Daniel and I, and said that we weren't going to believe 
him, but orange was his girlfriend's favorite color.  He wanted to know if he could sit on our or-
ange bike/sidecar and get a picture.  We said, "Yes" of course.  Randy got on our bike and handed 
Daniel his phone to take the picture.  Then he said, ―Wait a minute I want a beautiful young girl in 
my picture too‖--he pointed to me, and so I went over next to him and Daniel took another pic-
ture.  We all had a good laugh--what a smooth talker.  Later on, after the event Randy came to 
find us and wanted Daniel and I to pray for his girlfriend Jasmine and himself.  Randy knew that he 

had to kick his habit before he could return to her.    

 

We handed out over 100 ice cream bars, pkgs. of new underwear, soap, shaving cream, tooth-
paste, toothbrushes, floss, deodorant, Bibles and other treats all donated for this purpose.  What I 
noticed was there was a eerie sort of vacancy in their eyes, but we got lots of smiles and hugs 
which made the trip so worthwhile.  There were vets from Viet Nam, the Persian Gulf, 
Iraq, Germany, and other locations.  After testimonies, one young man came up to me, grabbed 
my hand to shake it and wanted to thank us for coming.  He was so appreciative and thankful.  
I gave him a hug and said, "No, we came to thank you for serving our country--you are our he-
roes!"   Suffice it to say, ―Memorial Day‖ will never be the same for me, I hope it won‘t be for 

you….

APPLICATION - By the power of the Holy Spirit we must reject self-righteous service as a sinful motivation and serve ―in 

humility,‖ considering ―others better‖ than ourselves. 

 

Philippians 2:3,  “Let nothing be done through selfish ambition or conceit, but in lowliness  

of mind let each esteem others better than himself.” 

 

It is not easy to minister to the needs of others when we ourselves have needs. We must serve the Savior with humbleness 

because it leads to Christ likeness. Most likely this kind of serving is nothing less than hard work.  Every Christian is a ser-

vant of God and servants work. Paul describes his service to God with these words in: 

 

Colossians 1:29,  “To this end I also labor, striving according to His working which works in  

me mightily.” 

 

―Labor‖ means: TO WORK TO THE POINT OF EXHAUSTION.  “Striving‖ – comes from our word AGONIZE 

and was a word used of an athlete as he or she would compete. 

 

Paul says that at times our service will be exhausting and agonizing. It will take time. There will always be more entertaining 

things you could be doing.  Serving God is hard work because it means serving people. Actually this is what CMA is all about. 

Our service to God is never in vain. 

 

1 Corinthians 15:58,  “Therefore, my beloved brethren, be steadfast, immovable, always  

abounding in the work of the Lord, knowing that your labor is not in vain in the Lord.” 

 

You really don‘t have to serve God long to be tempted to think your work is in vain and it is a waste of time.  You will not 

always see the fruit. 

 

Hebrews 6:10,  “For God is not unjust to forget your work and labor of love which you  

have shown toward His name, in that you have ministered to the saints, and do minister.”
